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SUMMARY

Chrisros Vasdaris, The presence of Peloponescans in Prolemaic and
post-Prolemaic Egypt based on papyri evidence. The conclusions of this
brief research cam be summed as follows

1. A large number of papyri are contracts of various contect such as:
buys (eg houses, land slaves), rent resulting to a possible fine (eg goats, land},
labor payments (among villagers). 2. Tax documents (garden, military taxes
etc.). 3. Wills (always under the presence of witnesses). 4. A dowry document.
5. A list of military horses for mercenaries. 6. Merchandise delivery. 7.
Military documents (about cavalry preparation). 8. Mortgage renewal for the
benefit of the adolescent. 9. Loan documents. 10. Rent agreement. 11. Slave
declaration.

Most of the documents have legal and administrative content. Except
these, there are two important documents of historical content:

a) About Ptolemeo's 3rd conquest in Asia {worth to notice the
characterizatien of horses depended on their features).

b) About the relations of Argos (included the kingdem of Pontos) and
Egypt under Prolemeo’s 2nd rule, A worthy remark of this document is that
the king of Pontos is not being referred with his name due to Prolemeo’s
recognition refusal.

In addition to the above, there is extra information concerning the daily

life and people’s habits of that era: most of the papyri deal with people of
military origin (clerouches). The clerouches time period is placed from late
4th century to 3rd centuty. In the beginning, they were mercenaries and came
from different ethnicities (mostly Greek), while in the rd century were
deliberately immigrants. It is characteristic that the 5,5% of the clerouches
had Peloponesean origin and were mercenaries. During the 3rd century the
clerouches could be paid with money instead of land. We also have &
reference on Lesquier's theory thah the clerouches’ children were not entitled
to land. Quite extravagant is that there was one clerouch from Helia. The
places where the documents were found are the following: 1. Arsinoetes, 2.
Oxyrinchos, 3. Herakliopolis, 4. Philadelphia, 5. Hermoupolis, 6. Fayum, 7.
Magdola ets.

As far as the partial information derived from the documents we can
conclude:

a) reference on the term “Tig "Emyoviis” (eg we have a few indications
of Achaian people only between Ist and 3rd BC).

b) About the specific taxes we have: 1. dexdm=amépolga= wine and
vegetable taxes (this is the oldest reference we have).

2. Xwpatuxde which is an amount of copper paid by the tax de-
pendants.

<) Referance on ITeguodovixng which means that an athlete has won &t
least once in different games, This game gave him the right to become a
citizen of honor in these cities.

d) It’s worth to note that will witnesses are being referred with special
facial or body charactetistics.

¢) In relation to the witnesses being in contracts we have examples of
AexagEapioTugeg and EEApAQTUQEC.

f) There examples of boats which have names such as Lekedemon,
Delos, Rome, Alexandria! etc.

g) In reference to military horses we have evidence: the name of the
rider, battalion in relation to the officer, women's names who gave their
names to the horses they were feeding.

h) Reference on [Mageridnuog which means: a person who stays in a
place for a long time.
